	Beginning Students (Year One Curriculum)

	
	The first year curriculum consists of three classes, which are typically taught in sequential order: “Soul,” “Space,” and “Time.”  It is recommended that new students start with “Soul” but they can start with “Space” if logistics of that class are better. 
Soul: This introduction to core concepts of Kabbalah reveals the unseen world and its miraculous potential.   
Space: The Tree of Life is the Kabbalah’s map of spirituality which is a starting point to discovering the metaphors of your life.

	Conscious Community:  How do we share and support each other in living with awareness?  A fascinating primer entitled Conscious Community written by Rabbi Kalonymus Shapira, a Hasidic Rebbe, who died in the Warsaw Ghetto and whose manuscripts were buried and found after the Holocaust serves as text.  For second year students. 
The Messiah & the Messianic age in Jewish & Kabbalistic tradition:  What is the Jewish perspective on the Messiah and what has Kabbalah innovated in our understanding of the Messianic Age?  We will trace the idea of the Messiah through the descriptions in Talmud and Midrash and then see the very divergent views about the Messiah from traditional Jewish sources and Kabbalistic sources.  We will also look specifically at three Messianic movements and their central figures; Bar Kochva (2nd century), Shabbatai Tzvi (17th century) and Menachem Mendel Schneerson (20th century).  This will be a text based class.

	Film & Kabbalah:  Masks:  Documentary and feature films serve as discussion for revealing our authentic selves.  Films will include new releases from this past year, including Up in the Air (U.S.), Departures (Japan), A Matter of Size (Israel).
